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Relief Figure of Velgesh (Belash) — Bistun

There is a single rectangular 250 centimeters high stone at the
foot of Mount Bistun with a circumference of 6 meters. Some low
relief figures are carved on three sides of the stone. The figure
of Velgesh, also Belash or Velkhesh, depicts a 180-centimeter
man in the middle. He has thick beard, mustaches, and long
hair decorated with a headband. He has a simple shirt tight in
the upper part and a loose skirt. He wears a necklace and a belt
with five rings. Two bands are attached to the third one. He has
a 13 centimeters high and 17 centimeters wide cup in his left
hand and stretches his right hand to a brazier. He is strewing
something in the fire. The cylindrical 72-centimeter censer has
an inscription containing the name “Belash”. The inscription is
carved in nine lines on the censor. The other side of the stone
depicts a young woman with a round face. The 159-centimeter
woman, who wears a dress like Belash clothing, is walking
toward the middle figure. She has an armlet on her left hand
and holds up her right arm while keeping a bunch of flowers.
Similarly, the third figure, which is 164 centimeters high, is going
toward Belash, too.
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Unfinished Sassanid Palace and Ruins of ll-khanid
Caravanserai — Bistun

There is an excavated building attributed to the Sassanid and II-
khanid eras in the historical area of Bistun between the Safavid
caravanserai and the bank of Absarab Spring of Bistun.The
building, which was unfinished, has been founded in the reign of
Khosrow Parviz. The building became a caravanserai by using
bricks on the Sassanid stone walls in the Il-khanid era. After the
destruction of the caravanserai, probably after an earthquake,
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some reconstructions were done unskillfully with stone peses
and clay mortar in the Timurid era. Some other parts including =
well, water canals, and a village were built in the Qajar penos. T
building is protected by a strong bailey made of cut stones e
without mortar. Inside the wall is filled with pebbles and piessss
mortar. Some rooms of equal sizes are built round the buldng
too. Most stones bear the signature of Sassanid stonemasans
Ruins of a mosque and its prayer niche dating from F-ames
period are present in the eastern interior part of the building
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
